Guidelines for Abstract Preparation and Submission

EICON 2026 


Abstracts submitted to EICON should be based on original research work. The content should be clear, concise, and logically structured. Abstracts that have been previously published, accepted, or presented at another scientific conference or journal must not be resubmitted.
1. General Structure
The abstract must follow a structured format using the following five sub-headings:
· Background
· Objectives
· Methods
· Results
· Conclusions

2. Word Limit
The abstract must not exceed 300 words, excluding:
· Title
· Author names and affiliations
· Keywords

3. Formatting Requirements
Page Setup
· Page size: Letter (8.5″ × 11″ / 21.59 × 27.94 cm)
· Margins: Top, Bottom, Right - 2.5 cm | Left - 3.0 cm
· Font: Times New Roman
· Line spacing: Single
· Language: English (UK spelling), free from grammatical and typographical errors
· File format: MS Word (.doc or .docx)

4. Template & Layout
Abstracts must be prepared using the official conference template available on the conference website.
Title
· Maximum 100 characters or two lines
· Font size 12, bold, centred
· Capitalise major words only (do not capitalise articles, prepositions, or conjunctions)
Authors’ Names
· Font size 10, centred
· Format: Family name followed by initials (with periods)
· Affiliations indicated using superscript numerals (omit if all authors share the same affiliation)
· Presenting author must be underlined
Affiliations
· Font size 10, italic, centred
· Listed on separate lines if multiple affiliations exist
Corresponding Author
· Mark with superscript #
· Provide email address in format: name@institution.domain
· Font size 8
Body Text
· Font size 10
· Single line spacing

5. Keywords
· Maximum of five keywords
· Listed in alphabetical order
· Italicised and separated by commas

6. Scientific Writing Standards
· Define abbreviations at first use
· Scientific and botanical names must be italicised (vernacular name in parentheses if applicable)
· Use SI units with a space between value and unit (e.g., 25 cm)
· Acknowledgements may include research grant funding only

7. Submission Policies
· Each author may submit a maximum of three abstracts
· Presentation mode (oral/poster) will be decided by the Scientific Committee
· A co-author may present only with prior approval if the presenting author is unavailable
· Failure to present an accepted abstract will result in a three-year submission ban and notification to the relevant institution

8. Required Documents
The following must be submitted together with the abstract:
· Completed Author Declaration Form
· Ethical approval documentation (where applicable)
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
