Guidelines for Manuscript Preparation and Submission
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Manuscripts must be prepared according to the following formatting and structural requirements.

1. Title Page Layout
The title page should contain the manuscript title followed by the full list of authors and their affiliations.

Author Names
· Write names as family name followed by initials (with periods)
(e.g., Perera P.K.)
· Do not use titles or prefixes such as Mr., Dr., Prof., Ms., etc.
· Use superscript numerals to indicate affiliations when authors belong to different institutions
· If all authors share the same affiliation, superscripts should not be used
· The presenting author must be underlined

Affiliations
· Font size: 10 pt, italic, centred
· List each affiliation on a separate line
· Begin each affiliation with the corresponding superscript numeral

Corresponding Author
Provide the following details:
· Email address
· Contact number

2. Manuscript Structure
The manuscript body (maximum 3000 words) must be organised using the following headings:
1. Abstract
2. Introduction
3. Methods
4. Results
5. Discussion
6. Conclusions
7. Acknowledgements
8. References

3. Formatting Requirements
· Language: English (free from grammatical, typographical, and spelling errors)
· Font: Times New Roman
· Font size: 12 pt
· Line spacing: Double
· Page numbering: Bottom centre of each page

Title 
The title should be concise yet sufficiently descriptive of the study.
Formatting requirements:
· Maximum 100 characters or two lines
· Font: Times New Roman, 12 pt
· Line spacing: 1.5
· Bold and centred
· Capitalise major words only
(do not capitalise articles, prepositions, or coordinating conjunctions — e.g., a, an, the, of, into, between, through, and, but, or)

Abstract 
Each manuscript must include a structured abstract. The abstract should be self-contained, free of citations, and must not exceed 250 words.
Sub-headings:
· Introduction
· Objectives
· Methods
· Results
· Conclusions

Introduction  
Provide sufficient background and context for the reader.
This section should:
· Explain the significance of the study
· Reference relevant literature (especially recent publications)
· Clearly state the study objectives at the end of the section

Methods 
The Methods section must provide enough detail to allow replication of the study.
If multiple methods are used, organise them into subsections with appropriate italicised headings.
Include the following information:
· Study design and setting
· Participant characteristics or material description
· Sample size calculation and inclusion/exclusion criteria
· Description of procedures, interventions, and comparisons
· Statistical analysis methods used

Results 
This section should present the study findings, including statistical analyses.
· May be divided into subsections if necessary
· Results may be presented in text, tables, and figures where appropriate

Discussion 
Interpret and explain the findings in relation to existing research.
· May include subsections
· Highlight implications and relevance of the findings

Conclusions 
Clearly state the main conclusions drawn from the results and emphasise the significance and contribution of the study.

Acknowledgments 
Acknowledge funding sources and individuals or institutions that supported the research.

References 
· Must follow the Vancouver referencing style
· Maximum 30 references
 
Tables, Figure(s), with legend(s) 
Tables and figures should be inserted at appropriate places within the text 

5. Submission 
The manuscript should be submitted online.

6. Presentation
If accepted for publication in the EICON 2026 Proceedings, the presenting author must deliver:

· 15-minute oral presentation
· 5-minute discussion/Q&A session
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
